Grade 3 English Language Arts Curriculum
Reading Literature
1. Students will apply appropriate strategies before reading, viewing, or listening to a text by previewing and surveying the text, access prior knowledge about the text, formulate purpose-setting questions, and make predictions. (3.RL.1).

2. Students will apply appropriate strategies to monitor understanding when reading, viewing, or listening to a text. (3.RL.1; 3.RL.2)

a. Strategies may include rereading as necessary, determine main ideas of the portions of the text, restating, retelling, paraphrasing, and/or summarizing, connect ideas within the text, make, confirm, and/or modify questions, inferences, and predictions, and visualizing.

3. Students will demonstrate understanding, either orally or in writing, after reading, viewing, or listening to a text by explaining the main idea, summarizing, identifying key details, draw inferences, confirm, refute, and/or make predictions. (3.RL.1; 3.RL.2)

4. Students will ask and answer questions at varying levels of cognitive demand to demonstrate understanding of a text referring to the text as the basis for oral and written responses. (3.RL.1)

5. Students will retell and/or summarize stories, including fables, folktales, and myths from diverse cultures, including those by and about American Indians, using specific details from the text. (3.RL.2)

a. Students will determine the central message, lesson, or moral in fables, folktales, and myths from diverse cultures including those by and about American Indians using key details in the text.  (3.RL.2a).

b. Students will respond to literature by identifying universal themes/problems/ideas, recognizing real life lessons, making inferences about underlying values and generalizing how meaning can be applied to the real world. (3.RL.2b).

6. Students will identify and describe characters in a story. (3.RL.3)

a. Identify character traits; make inferences on character motivations, and underlining values. (3.RL.3a)

b. Identify and explain how their actions contribute to the sequence of events, and plot-based relationships.(3.RL.3b)

7. Students will determine the meaning of words and phrases as they are used in a text. (3.RL.4)

a. The student will distinguish the author’s use of the literary devices including, but not limited to, similes, metaphors, alliteration, onomatopoeia, humor, idioms, exaggeration/hyperbole, symbolism, dialogue, personification and point of view. (3.RL4a)

b. The student will develop vocabulary through reference sources, context clues, words with multiple meanings, roots and affixes, homonyms, synonyms, antonyms and word analogies. (3.RL.4b)

c. Students will use reference sources to determine or clarify the precise meaning of key words and phrases in context. (3.RL.4c)

8. Students will identify the organization of a story, drama, or poem when writing and speaking referring to specific terms such as chapters, scenes, and stanzas.(3.RL.5)

9. Students will distinguish and analyze the point of view from that of the narrator or those of the characters. (3.RL.6)

a. Determine first, second, or third point of view. (3.RL.6a)

b. Include works by and about American Indians. (3.RL.6b)

10. Students will explain how specific aspects of a text’s illustrations contribute to what is conveyed by the words in a story (e.g., create mood, emphasize aspects of a character or setting). (3.RL.7)

11. The student will compare and contrast written works by the same author.  (3.RL.9)

a. Compare and contrast story elements including setting, character, plot, conflict, climax and resolution. (3.RL.9a)

b. Include American Indian authors. (3.RL.9b)

12. The student will read and comprehend a variety fiction through oral and written responses by making text to text, text to self, and text to world connections. (3.RL.10)

a. Students will set a appropriate personal reading goal and conference with an adult to monitor goal achievement. (3.RL.10a)

Informational
1. The student will demonstrate comprehension by asking and answering questions through oral and written responses. (3.RI.1)

2. Use specific information from the text.

3. Students will determine the theme, main idea of a text and sequence of ideas and events. (3.RI.2).

4. Recount the key details and explain how they support the main idea. (3.RI.2a)

5. Student will describe the relationship between a series of historical events, scientific ideas or concepts, or steps in technical procedures in a text, using language that pertains to time, sequence, and cause/effect.  (3.RI.3)

14. Students will demonstrate recognition of written structure by identifying the sequence of composition, the topic sentence, and supporting details including examples and reasons, cause and effect, and comparison. (3.RI.8)

15. Compare and contrast the most important points and key details presented in two texts on the same topic. (3.RI.9)

16. The student will read and demonstrate comprehension of informational text through oral and written responses by making text to text, text to self, and text to world connections. (3.RI.10)

3. Students will write narratives to develop real  or imagined experiences (3.W.3).

a. Introduce characters or narrator.

a. Include sources by and about American Indians.

Speaking and Listening

a. Come to discussions prepared having read or studied material.

b. Follow agreed upon rules for discussion.

d. Ask questions to check understanding of information presented.

e. Stay on topic and link comments to that of others.

3. Students will determine the main ideas and supporting details of a text read aloud or information presented in diverse media and formats, including visually, quantitatively, and orally. (3.SL.2)

4. The student will demonstrate effective listening skills by asking and answering questions from the presenters. (3.SL.3)

5. The student will have an awareness of and display respectful behavior when speaking and listening. (3.SL.1).

6. Students will report on a topic or text, tell a story, or recount an experience with appropriate facts and relevant, descriptive details, speaking clearly at an understandable pace. Include sources by and about American Indians. (3.SL.4)

7. Create engaging audio recordings of stories or poems that demonstrate fluid reading at an understandable pace; add visual displays when appropriate to emphasize or enhance certain facts or details. (3.SL.5)

a. Explain the function of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs in general and their functions in particular sentences.

b. Form and use regular and irregular plural nouns.

c. Use abstract nouns (e.g., childhood).

d. Form and use regular and irregular verbs.

e. Form and use the simple (e.g., I walked; I walk; I will walk) verb tenses.

f. Ensure subject-verb and pronoun-antecedent agreement.*

g. Form and use comparative and superlative adjectives and adverbs, and choose between them depending on what is to be modified.

h. Use coordinating and subordinating conjunctions.

i. Produce simple, compound, and complex sentences.

2. Students will demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English capitalization, punctuation, and spelling when writing. (3.L.3)

a. Capitalize appropriate words in titles.

b. Use commas in addresses.

c. Use commas and quotation marks in dialogue.

d. Form and use possessives.

e. Use conventional spelling for high-frequency and other studied words and for adding suffixes to base words.

f. Use spelling patterns and generalizations in writing words.

g. Consult reference materials to check and correct spellings.

3. Students will identify clues within a sentence that help determine or clarify the meaning of a word or phrase. (3.L.4)

4. Students will access and connect prior knowledge and experiences to determine the meaning of words and phrases. (3.L.4)

5. Students will discuss words and word meanings daily as they are encountered in text, instruction, and conversations. (3.L.4).

6. Students will determine the meaning of a new word by identifying the root and affixes in multisyllabic words. (3.L.4)

7. Students will differentiate between the concepts of literal and nonliteral meanings of words. (3.L.5)

8. Through modeling and exposure to a variety of texts, students will develop rich oral language and writing, including general academic and domain-specific words. (3.L.6)
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
